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Sustainable development and climate related activities are connected 
with each other in an intrinsic manner. Climate change impacts 
significantly affect areas such as food security, health and water 
availability which are key to achieve sustainable development and 
eradicate poverty. Mitigation and adaptation to climate change can only 
succeed if central and development relevant sectors such as energy, 
agriculture and infrastructure are engaged in a transformative 
process.  Thus, development and climate finance cannot be 
considered separately since the two agendas mutually determine each 
other.
